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home audio retrofit system, as well as a new 
low-energy digital power amplifier. Visitors 
are invited to participate in a daily draw at the 
stand for an electric guitar manufactured by 
NuVo’s sister company B.C. Rich.

Artsound (stand 11J38) is introducing 
the ART range of wireless multiroom audio 
systems. These have two built-in FM tuners, 
and support Internet radio, USB, an SD card 
reader, and up to three simultaneous audio 
streams. Four or eight zones are provided 
depending on the model, and expansion 
modules support additional zones.

A modular approach to multiroom AV has 
been adopted by Revox (stand 1L116). Its 
M100 can be configured from an audiophile 
system to a multiroom centre by adding the 
modules required. It features a high-end 
2x200W amplifier, FM tuner and DVD player, 
and is controllable by remote, through KNX, 
LAN, WLAN, Windows phone or iPhone. 

Loudspeakers
Current Audio (stand 3B98) is announcing 
the FIT (Focused Image Technology) Series 
in-ceiling speakers with FastLoc grilles. The 
FastLoc grille is made from corrosion- and 
rust-resistant aluminium, and takes about 
10 seconds to twist into place. This results 
in quick installation, as well as removal for 
custom woofer and tweeter positioning, and 
ensures a secure fastening into several types 
of mounting surfaces, including popcorn, 
heavy textured ceilings and uneven ceilings. 
The design has allowed for a very small 
exposed plastic bezel that snaps into place 
and is rendered virtually invisible. The FIT 
speakers feature pivoting woofers, with an 
exclusive locking mechanism, and pivoting 
tweeters, three-position EQ switches, gold 
press-terminals and weatherised, perforated 
aluminium grilles. All FIT Series speakers are 
available with the patent-pending FastLoc 
grilles or standard press-fit grilles.

Stealth Acoustics (stand 1L79) is 
demonstrating invisible speakers in a unique 
‘Screen in the Sky’ exhibit. This consists of 
a video screen constructed from invisible 
speakers standing over 10 feet tall and 

displaying 1080P video content with 5.1 
surround sound. Based on Stealth Acoustics’ 
AX3 three-way invisible full-range speakers, 
B1630 invisible subwoofers, and surround 
sound processing and amplification from 
stand partner Audio Control, the exhibit also 
includes a self-contained listening area in 
which attendees may critically audition each 
of the Stealth speaker models and review the 
underlying technologies. Stealth invisible 
speakers employ carbon fibre motors and 
bespoke cone woofers to cover the full 
audio spectrum from sub-bass frequencies 
to extreme high-frequencies, all in a plaster-
in flat-front format that fits easily into walls 
or ceilings and which becomes completely 
invisible upon installation.

Another invisible speaker solution 
comes from in-akustik (stand 4R53). 
Its AmbienTone two-way flat diaphragm 
loudspeakers are integrated into modified 
plasterboard panels for installation in dry-
lined walls that can be painted, papered or 
plastered over. AmbienTone is aimed at stereo, 
5.1 surround or multiroom configurations for 
living rooms, or at simple mono installations 
for the kitchen or bathroom. 

Monitor Audio (stand 10L124) is 
showing a range of speakers including the 
established easy-to-fit pivoting 300 series of 
high performance in-wall/in-ceiling models, 
and its newest CI speaker innovation, the 
micro-designed CPC120 spotlight speaker. 
At only 80mm diameter, the CPC120 fits 
into the space of a standard halogen down-
lighter hole, yet has improved midrange 
and bass response thanks to a rigid mineral-
filled enclosure for the driver. Also on show 
is the SoundFrame ultra-discreet on-wall 
loudspeaker range with a depth of just 
87mm and a customisable grille cloth; and 
the Apex flagship range of versatile compact 
speakers available in a three-model line-up 
with metallic black or white high-gloss piano 
lacquer finishes.

Another speaker that fits into a light socket 
is the ebode LightSpeaker, courtesy of BMB 
Electronics (stand 1K31). LightSpeaker 
combines a dimmable LED light with a 

wireless speaker that fits a standard E27 light 
socket. Two music sources can be connected 
to a transmitter in the base station, which 
wirelessly sends sound to up to four pairs 
of LightSpeakers that can be setup as two 
listening zones.

Bowers & Wilkins (stand 11J40) is 
featuring the new CI 600 and CI 700 custom 
installation speakers, 800 Series Diamond 
speakers and the MM-1 computer speaker. 
Also on display is the Zeppelin Mini and 
Zeppelin iPod speakers, as well as a new 
processor and amplifier from Classé, and 
installer-friendly amplifiers from Rotel.

For TV sound, James Loudspeaker 
(stand 11M41) is showing a range of bar 
speakers to go beneath the new breed of thin 
TVs. The ultra-shallow SPL39LCR-AL left/
right/centre bar is custom made to match 
the width of the TV, as is the PL39LCR-AL, 
which is constructed from aircraft-grade 
aluminium, allowing it to be used in harsh 
environments. Marine and outdoor options 
are also available.

As a technology preview, Genelec 
(stands 1K73 and 1L72) is promoting 
‘audio distribution over IP’ for future products. 
Designed to transport uncompressed, high-
quality audio over a standard LAN network 
with minimal latency, this solution will support 
accurate synchronisation of loudspeakers on 
the network to create complex, multichannel 
IP-based audio systems. 

Servers
Among the new Imerge (stand 1H25) 
products and services is the MediaServer 
MS1-HD, a ‘Full HD’ version of the MS1 
media server that incorporates a Blu-ray 
drive. Using new 2TB drives for storage, an 
entry-level RAID 1 mirrored 2TB system can 
hold around 300 SD movies, or up to 50 HD 
movies, and, using the MS1-HD client, can 
send six simultaneous streams of HD around 
the home. For enterprise-grade storage, the 
iSCSI XiVASafe chassis holds eight hard 
drives in a RAID 6 configuration, with a 12TB 
system being able to store up to 1800 DVDs, 
or up to 300 Blu-ray discs. Also on show is 
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the XiVA Music Store next-generation online 
music store, and the new AudioServer AS1 
single-chassis audio server.

Meridian (stand 5N78) is introducing 
version 2.1 of the Meridian Sooloos Digital 
Media System. This makes the system easier 
to use, and allows more ways for digital media 
collections to be organised. It offers music 
discovery, system-configuration, third-party 
control and interface features, an improved 
Crestron experience, an iPhone application, 
and integration of Internet radio.

Home cinema
Draper (stand 1F28) is joining forces 
with Euroscreen and the combined stand 
will feature 88 square meters of products 
including the Euroscreen Sesame 2.0. This 
stylish recessed projection screen has been 
upgraded and is now even easier to install. 
It features a removable end flange and 
new brackets for installation of the case 
in a prepared ceiling cut-out, later in the 
construction process. The Sesame 2.0 case 
also comes with a concealed tilt function, 
integrated external flanges and a bottom bar 
to create a closure of the case’s gap when the 
screen is retracted. For hiding screens, Draper 
is showing the Conceal/Reveal range that 
can hide projection screens and flatscreen 
displays inside cabinetry or behind woven 
tapestries, and can also be used to hide 
projectors inside ceilings, walls or tabletops. 
The company is also showing a flatscreen lift 
for up to 65" displays that can be built into 
custom cabinetry.

Another screen-hiding solution comes 
from Screen Excellence (stand 5O140). 
Its ICE system allows a motorised screen to 
be installed in the plenum of a ceiling, and 
comprises an electric rolling screen, and a 
slot-type or motorised trap door, both of 
which can be adjusted in three directions. 

Stewart Filmscreen (stand 1G57) 
is demonstrating its first retractable screen 
created especially for the lifestyle customer. 
With an elegant new housing, the Cabaret 
Screen is designed for front projection in 
any space, with quick and easy installation. 
Installers can use any motor they choose, 
including Lutron QS, QED, and Legacy 
120V quiet motors, and mood lighting is also 
available in cobalt blue or white.

New projection screens from Adeo 
Screen (stand 5Q88) include the Biformat 
and the Multiformat. Biformat offers two 
projection surfaces of different formats 
in one case, whereas Multiformat has two 
surfaces fixed onto two rollers, which can 
synchronised to display the projected image 
in different formats.

Among the projectors that Optoma 
(stand 4O44) is showing is the 3D-ready 
EX762 XGA installation projector. This will 
output video and images at 120Hz, producing 
full-screen, full-colour, stereoscopic 3D. The 

3D effect is generated by splitting the signal 
into two standard video streams, one for each 
eye, and requires 3D glasses. 

3D projectors are also on offer by 
projectiondesign (stand 1I31).

Room Correction unit that provides 
full eight-channel digital correction and 
electronic EQ. 

Triad (stand IJ55) is showing its new 
CinemaPlus Platinum LCR wall baffle and 
DSP subwoofers and rack amps. CinemaPlus, 
which is a combination of Triad’s Gold and/
or Platinum loudspeakers along with PMI’s 
design/engineering and build consulting, 
offers dealers an extensive set of custom plans 
and acoustic treatments in three packages, 
based on room size.

For those requiring eco-friendly acoustic 
treatment, Cineak (stand 1J67) is 
presenting acoustic panels made of sheep 
wool. The panels are produced without 
emitting formaldehyde or other toxic gases 
and claim to have other advantages such 
as absorbing many indoor air pollutants, 
controlling humidity levels and absorbing 
carbon dioxide.

New Californian company Prysm 
(stands 11F41 and 11C38) is launching 
Laser Phosphor Display (LPD) large-format 
display technology. Said to consume up 
to 75% less power than other display 
technologies, LPD images are created by 
using a laser engine to excite a phosphor 
screen, providing high image quality from a 
great distance, and 180 degrees of viewing.

AV components
NAD (Armour Home stand 4N50) is 
showcasing the Masters Series M15 HD 
Surround Sound Preamplifier. Designed to 
serve as the ‘brains’ of any surround sound 
system, it supports video upscaling to full 
1080P HDMI output, 7.1 decoding of Dolby 
TrueHD, Dolby Digital Plus and DTS Master 
Audio HD. It also supports Audyssey MultEQ 
Pro room correction - a feature requiring a 
professional calibration service.

For image processing, the HQViewT 
from Calibre UK (UK Pavilion stand 
IG99) is an all-new range that includes 
the HQView420. This combines warp, 
mapping and seamless edge blending at an 

affordable price point. Primarily designed 
for professional applications, the HQViewT 
range can also be used in residential systems 
to raise the quality of multiple video sources 
to a uniformly high standard.

PMC (stand 11I31) is introducing 
the new DS-001, a compact, adaptable, 
200W, audiophile Class D, power amplifier 
that measures just 130x215x41mm and 
can be used in freestanding, rackmounted, 
wa l lmounted ,  o r  speake rmounted 
configurations.

Distribution and switching
